The regular meeting of the City of Cortland Board of Fire Commissioners was
called to order at 5:25 p.m. by Commissioner Quinlan. Board members present
include Commissioner Buttino and Commissioner Wood. Also present were
Mayor Feiszli, Fire Chief Charles Glover, Deputy Chief Wayne Friedman,
Volunteer Deputy Chief Bill Buttino, and 1% Assistant Chief Carlos Ferrer.
Commissioner Heath and Commissioner Tricarico were excused.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Moved by Commissioner Wood, seconded by Commissioner Buttino to approve
the March 2011 meeting minutes. All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Wood, seconded by Commissioner Buttino to approve
the payment of the April 2011 invoices, as presented. All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Buttino, seconded by Commissioner Wood to accept
the paid staff sick report for March 2011. All in favor, motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Wood, seconded by Commissioner Buttino to approve
the volunteer firefighter application of Carlos R. Ferrer (Company 1). All in favor,
motion carried.

Company 1 has dropped Joshua Wood from its membership as he has been
appointed a career firefighter.

Chief’s Report:

Moved by Commissioner Wood, seconded by Commissioner Buttino to approve
a resolution in support of grant funding for the communications upgrade for the
county.

The Common Council approved the use of the FEMA grant for the custom engine
as recommended by the Department.

The Chief’s office was notified of the award of the SAFER grant for a bunking
program.

Three of the recentlx hired firefighters graduate from the academy on April 22"
and one on May 12",

With two firefighters on a swing shift the overtime has been cut to almost half.



Meetings are underway to plan for the Annual Inspection, wet down of new
apparatus, open house and something for the tenth anniversary of 9/11.

Finally, the Department intends to investigate the selling of engines 203 and 204
to offset the cost of the new engine.

Old Business

The discussion of possible charter revisions regarding the duties and roles of the
Board of Fire Commissioners was tabled.

New Business

Commissioner Wood asked for the minutes to reflect that the presentation given
to the Common Council regarding the purchase of a new engine was a job well
done and very informative. He thanked Chief Glover, Deputy Chief Friedman and
the Administrative Assistant for their hard work. Commissioner Buttino seconded
his thoughts and added that it was a quality presentation.

A discussion followed regarding the Strategic Planning Commission. The
Commission requested the minutes of the Strategic Planning Committee be sent
to them as they would like to be kept abreast of the information. The Mayor will
follow up.

Finally, the Commissioners were made aware of the smoke detector survey that
would be conducted at random throughout the City. They will survey residential
homes and get a feel for the compliance of those living in the City of Cortland.
