Item #12 of 2016—Discussion on city’s fire alarm system.

Throughout the city there are pull boxes in various locations that are hooked up into the same
alarm system. Years ago there was a Public Safety Dept. that consisted of 3 individuals. They kept
track of these and monitored them. Need to have a discussion on the future of the system, what
can be done, and what should be done.

Fire Chief Glover explained that there are concerns with the pull boxes not working properly and
not giving firefighters enough time to reach the fire. There are 45 master boxes in the City, 41 of
them work. Fire Chief Glover discussed the removal of the street boxes but does not feel that will
solve the issue. There is about a 2-minute delay in response when you use a 3™ party during an
emergency. With today’s materials being used in homes, 2 minutes is vital. Early notification is
important considering they have about 4 minutes for fires. He also understands the financial
constraints to changing the system.

The Aldermen mentioned fires double every minute, and currently some hooked up are not
getting the response. There is potential liability and concerns for public safety regarding the city’s
fire alarm system as well. It was asked if the City could possible charge places to be hooked into
the system to help pay for the upkeep of the system. It was asked that Chief Glover reach out and
see if there could be a study done on the cost of updating or fixing our system and how much the
study will cost.

Corporation Counsel Ric VanDonsel asked that now the City is aware of the issue, places with pull
boxes need a sticker on the box letting people know to also call 911; not just use the pull box. The
City will need to designate someone to do checks on the pull boxes routinely.

Main Street the preliminary findings of the Downtown Survey will be presented.
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Mayor Tobin wants to remind community members that as the weather get nicer to be
considerate of neighbors. The Big Event will be this weekend and there are 64 job sites with over
600 student volunteers. There is a request for more gardening tools and wheelbarrows.
